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Chapter 1. Introduction

B A Brief History of the University

In 1949 Kochi University was established by a merger of three institutions,
consisting of three Faculties: the Faculty of Arts and Sciences, the Faculty of
Education, and the Faculty of Agriculture. It then grew with an increase in
faculties, departments and a variety of research institutions. Kochi
University and Kochi Medical School were integrated into one institution on
October 2003, and started newly as the National University Corporation
Kochi University in April 2004.

The University now consists of six Faculties and one program: Humanities
and Social Sciences, Education, Science and Technology, Medical School,
Agriculture and Marine Sciences, Regional Collaboration and TOSA
Innovative Human Development Programs. It has one graduate school,
Graduate School of Integrated Arts and Science, with six Master’s Courses:
Humanities and Social Sciences, Studies in Education, Studies in Science,
Medical Science, Nursing Science and Agricultural Science, and three
Doctoral Courses: Applied Science, Medicine and Kuroshio Science. It is also
a participant university in the United Graduate School of Agricultural
Sciences for a Doctoral Course, cooperated by Kochi University, Kagawa
University and Ehime University. At present, the University has an
enrolment of approximately 5,400 students and some 1,800 academic,
administrative and technical staff members.

The academic year begins on April 1 and ends on March 31 of the following
year.

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Chapter 2. Procedures for Enrollment
B Changing Your Status of Residence

Foreigners who have received permission to enroll in the university are
required, as a basic rule, to obtain a “STUDENT” status of residence.

If you do not have a “STUDENT” residency status stamped on your
passport, you should ask at the counter in charge of international students
on your campus, assemble the necessary documents, and change your status
of residence at the Kochi Immigration Office.

Please be aware that if you do not obtain this status of residence, the

University will not treat you as a [Ryugakuseil.

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B Residence Card

Beginning July 9, 2012:

A Residence Card will be issued with the introduction of a new residency
management system.

Issue of Residence Card|
A Residence Card will be issued to person residing in Japan who has been
granted a status of residence with a period of stay of more than three months.

@ Valid period of the card: Until the expiring date of the period of stay

@® Place of issue: Regional Immigration Offices: Starting July 9th, 2012, a
Residence Card will be issued at Narita, Haneda, Chubu and Kansai
airports to those entering Japan with a mid-to long —term resident status.
However, for those entering via all other ports of entry and departure, a
Residence Card will be mailed by Simplified Registered Mail to the
individual’s reported place of residence submitted to municipal offices
upon entry.

Notification or application procedures will be necessary in the following cases:

*In case you file any of the following notifications or applications below at
Kochi Immigration Office, please bring your passport, photo, and resident
card.

ICertificates of Residencel

Foreign residents who are eligible to receive a Residence Card will have a
Certificate of Residence made for them at the local municipality in which they
reside, just as is done for Japanese nationals. Foreign nationals will also be
able to obtain a copy of their Certificate of Residence or a Certificate of items
Stated in Resident Register at the counter of their local municipal office.
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B National Pension System

If your age of 20 or over, you must join the National Pension System. You are
to be covered by 3 forms of pension:
1. Old-age Basic Pension (Fund begins at age 65)
2. Disability Basic Pension (Financial assistance for Disability)
3. Survivors' Basic Pension (Support for Spouse who takes care of child(ren)
or Child(ren))
Contribution;
Students who stay in Japan less than 1 year:
Exemption with Contribution Payment Exemption System
Students who stay in Japan 1 year or more:
(If your income in previous year is low) Exemption with
Special Payment System for Students.

You must apply every year at Kochi city office.

B National Health Insurance [Kokumin Kenko Hoken]

Those who are permitted to stay in Japan for more than one year are
required to enroll National Health Insurance system. Students whose stay in
Japan for less than one year, but have “Student” resident status for more
than “One Year” are strongly recommended to join it. Students who have

“Student” resident status for less than one year must join a Travel Accident
Insurance covering Japan.

You must pay monthly premiums (insurance fees, for example, in Kochi
City you must pay about 19,000 yen/year), but once you have enrolled, you
pay only 30% of the charges for the medical care you receive. Moreover, if your
medical expenses are high, as in the case of hospitalization for major illness
or injury, expenses exceeding a certain amount will be refunded under the
special program.

Please apply at the city, town or village office of the area in which you live.

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How to use
Once enrolled, you will receive a health insurance card. When you go to a
hospital, you need to show your card at the reception desk. Please be aware

that National Health Insurance cannot be used for some treatments.

B Student Accident Insurance

This insurance covers injuries, within a certain range, incurred during
classes, university events, and extracurricular activities.

For example, this insurance will pay benefits for injuries incurred during
physical education classes or burns received while conducting experiments,
depending on the degree of the injury.

If you are the victim of an accident and require hospitalization or medical
treatment for an extended period of time, the financial burden will probably
be great, so we recommend enrolling in this insurance with a relatively
Inexpensive premium.

For further details, please contact the counter in charge of insurance on

your campus.

B Comprehensive Renters’ Insurance for Foreign Students Studying in Japan

For international students who have trouble finding a guarantor, Kochi
University can act as their guarantor. If you want to use this system, you need
to apply “Comprehensive Renters’ Insurance for Foreign Students Studying

in Japan” (JEES). Details are available at the counter in charge of

international students.

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B Opening a Bank / Post Bank Account

Please open a bank account at Kochi Bank in order to have scholarship etc.
transferred. Monbukagakusho Scholarship students should open both a bank
and a post bank account, because the scholarship funds will be transferred to
a post bank account by regulation. Students who receive specific scholarships
are required to open post bank accounts. After you open your account, please
show your bank and post bank account books to the counter in charge of

international students.

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Chapter 3. Life in the University

B Academic Adviser [Shido-kyoin]

An academic adviser system has been established to provide guidance and
advice regarding study plans and personal problems. If you are worried or
confused about something, please do not hesitate to discuss your concerns
with your adviser.

B Tutorial System [Tutor-Seido]

Each international student is assigned a tutor, who can discuss matters of
daily life and academic study, and help him /her become accustomed to
student life in Japan as quickly as possible.

We hope you will make active use of this system to enhance the results of
your study and research.

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B Field Trip for International Student

Each year a field trip is conducted to help international students to
understand Japanese culture, industries and history and to deepen the
friendship among them.

The details differ each year. When the trip schedule has been decided, you
will be informed by the staff in charge of international students on your

campus.

B Supplementary Japanese Language Lessons  [Nihongo-Hoko]

The Center for International Collaboration offers additional Japanese
lessons at Asakura, Oko and Monobe campuses for international students
registered at Kochi University. Students can study Japanese language and

culture at a level that is suited to them
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B Japanese Government (Monbukagakusho) Scholarship

Japanese Government (Monbukagakusho) Scholarship students must sign
a document[Zaiseki-Bo] each month in order to receive payment of the
Monbukagakusho Scholarship. At the beginning of the month you need to go
in person to the counter in charge of international students on your campus.

The stipend is usually transferred to your account around the end of every
month.

When you are out of Japan for a full month (from the 1st day to the last day
of the same month), the stipend for that month will not be paid.

/0 Procedure for Extending the Scholarship Term

Monbukagakusho Scholarship students who hope to extend the tenure
may apply for an extension of their scholarship (an extension of
scholarship is not possible for Teacher Training Students, Japanese
Studies Students).

Monbukagakusho will inform the University of the formalities for
application for extension about 3 months before the expiration of the
scholarship period. You are advised to follow the instruction at the
counter in charge of international students on your campus. The
extension may be approved by Monbukagakusho after careful selection.
Because of the comparatively limited budget for a large number of
applications, not all the applications for extension are accepted. Please
consider what to do in case your extension is not granted.

/ <The availability of the following recruitment depends on the year>
& Acceptance of Privately-funded International Students for
Monbukagakusho Scholarships within Japan.
Each year a limited number of privately-funded international students
(excluding those who have already been granted a scholarship from a
foreign government) are accepted as Monbukagakusho Scholarship
Students under the “acceptance within the country” program.
Recruitment of such students usually takes place from late October to
early November. If you are interested, please inquire at the counter in

B Tuition Exemption System [Jyugyoryo Menjo Seido]

For privately-funded international students with excellent academic
records, for whom payment of tuition fees is recognized as an economic
hardship, a program has been established exempting them from payment of
tuition (all or half) or allowing a postponement of payment. Notices will be
posted on information boards and meetings will be held to explain when and
how to apply. Please be sure to attend the meeting and follow the procedures.

For further details, please ask the counter in charge of tuition exemption
on your campus.

Research students and auditors are not eligible for this program.
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B Health Service Center [Hoken-Kanri-Center]

The centers are located on the Asakura Campus, Monobe Campus and the
Oko Campus and offer such services as health examinations, medical
treatment, first aid treatment, mental and physical health consultations so
that students and university staff can lead healthy and useful lives in both
mind and body.

Most importantly, international students who come to Japan for the first
time are requested to undergo health examinations in order to lead a healthy
university life.

The Center conducts regular physical examinations when the new year
starts and we request all graduate and undergraduate students to undergo
one. You may undergo the regular physical examination the next year. A
person who suspects any problems will be referred to a hospital for further
evaluation, if necessary.

@ Visiting the Health Service Center

® When you want a consultation about physical problems.

® When you feel problems or anxiety about your body.

After seeing the doctor, if necessary, you will be referred to a hospital.
® In case of sudden illness or injury.

First-aid treatment for fever, headache, stomachache, or a general

sick feeling, etc. will be given at any time the center is open.

® When you need psychological counseling.

Consult with a counselor about your studies, enrollment,
relationships between people, or personality problems. Feel free to
obtain counseling at the Center. The matters you discuss will be kept
confidential.

® When you need a physical examination report.

The Center issues a physical examination report necessary for
application for graduate school, scholarships or employment. You are
requested to have undergone a routine physical examination.

® (Counseling services are available by telephone.

B Notices for Students

Regular mail and notices for students from the university will be given to
each student. Notices (events, counseling dates, application procedures for
scholarships) are posted on the notice board in the Center for Intenational
Collaboration (Asakura Campus) or on the notice board located in the
Educational Affairs Division (Monobe Campus). Each laboratory is informed
of any notices (Oko Campus). Students are advised visit the board on a weekly
basis. You are requested to inform the counter in charge of international
students on your campus when your address, telephone number, or
academic adviser’s name change.

B International Student Support Association

OKochi International Association
They offer the following services: planning homestays and home visits,
scheduling events, starting a Japanese class, publishing magazines,
lending out English novels and books, etc.
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B Prevention against Illegal Drug Abuse

In Japan, use, possession, cultivation, or dealing of any illegal drugs
(Cannabis, Stimulants, Heroin, Cocaine, Organic Solvents and so on) is
strictly prohibited by laws. Severe punishment such as indefinite sentence
shall be imposed on those who go against such laws.

Drug abuse can have a big influence on your mind, body, and lifestyle.
Because the drugs have strong addictive properties, when you use them even
one time, you will never stop abusing by yourself and you use it again and
again. The treatment of dependence has not been established, so there is no
turning back. “No, Absolutely NO!” to using drugs even one time. Although
there is the possibility that someone around you will tempt you to abuse drugs,

you must have courage to say “NO!”

M Lost or Stolen Property

Thefts or loss of property should be reported to the nearest police station
(110).

A theft report or property loss report is required when applying for the
replacement of a Residence Card or passport. Loss of a bankbook, debit card,
or credit card should be reported immediately to the firm issuing it to prevent

any unauthorized use.

B Car Accidents

@ Call 110(Police) even in the event of slight accidents.

@ If there are any injured persons, call 119(Fire Department) and request
an ambulance.

@® The effects of injuries can take several days to become apparent, so even
if there is no external injury, be sure to see a doctor.

@® Make a note of the other party’s name, address, phone number, age,
driver’s license number, plate number, name of insurance company.

@® Call your insurance company and negotiate with your party through your
insurance company.

@® You need to talk about the accident to your advisor and the relevant staff

as soon as possible.
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B Fire and Ambulance

Call 119 in the event of fire or emergency (sudden sickness or heavy injury)

When you dial 119, please tell whether it is fire or emergency and your
address clearly.

You will see a red fire extinguisher in your apartment or dormitory. Please

make sure how to use the fire extinguisher for an emergency in advance.

B Typhoon

Several typhoons hit Kochi between summer and winter every year. They
cause electric power failure and suspension of the water supply and blow up
things placed outside. When a typhoon approaches Japan, do not go out. You
also should remove everything placed outside your house. Be sure to get the

up-to-date weather information from TV and radio.

B Bicycle

Please use a bicycle safely with knowledge of traffic rules.
@® In general, cyclists should keep to the left side of the street.
@ Use a light when cycling at night.
@® Obey traffic signals.
@® Stop temporarily and make sure you are safe at each crossing.

@® When parking your bicycle, place it at the parking area and lock it.

Following things are prohibited by law.

@® Using an umbrella or a cell phone while riding a bicycle.

@® Riding after drinking alcohol.

@® Carrying passengers.

@® Riding a bicycle in parallel with another cyclist.

@® Using bicycles abandoned near the stations, on the streets, etc. even if

they seem useable.
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B Driver’s License & Insurance

If you want to drive a car in Japan, you need to possess one of the followings.

1. Japanese driver’s license
2. International driver’s license
3. Overseas driver’s license from Italy, Switzerland, Germany, France,

Belgium or Taiwan. (You also need to possess a Japanese translation of this.)

In case you have a foreign driver’s license, it may be switched to a Japanese

one.

2. You must prove that you have stayed in the country of issue for at least

When you drive a car, you must have two kinds of insurances ‘Compulsory
Automobile Liability Insurance’ and ‘Voluntary Automobile

Insurance’. You must not drive the car without either of them.

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Chapter 5.  Procedures for Immigration Services and MEXT

B Attendance confirmation

Under the instruction of MEXT all universities must make a report if there
are international students who do not attend for over one month.

International students are required to attend the office in charge of
international students in each campus once a month to sign a document.
Please visit the office with your residence card at the beginning of every
month. In case you can’t attend, fill in the “Notice of Absence", ask your
advisor to sign it, and submit it to us beforehand. If there’s no signature nor
notice, we might need to report you as the person whose whereabout is

unidentifiable.

B Extension of Period of Stay

If you need to extend the period of residence, you must apply for it. This
procedure can be begun three months before your period expires.

Students who wish to apply for an extension of period of stay should come
to the counter in charge of international students on your campus, prepare
the necessary documents, and make the application at the Kochi Immigration
Office with your National Health Insurance card. If you don’t have the card
because your stay is less than one year, please tell about the reason to the

officer.

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B Procedure for Re-entry Permission

Immigration officers will ask you to show your Residence Card at the port
of departure/re-entry. Take your card with you when leaving and re-entering
Japan.
When the new residency management system goes into effect on July 9,
2012, a special re-entry permit system was introduced. Those departing
Japan who plan to re-enter Japan within one year and before the expiration
of their period of stay, is not required to apply for a Re-entry Permit. This
1s called the Special Re-entry Permit system. However, residents who fail

' to re-enter J apan within the valid period will lose their resident status.

Be sure to bring your passport and Residence Card at departure.
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B Permission for Activities Not Allowed Under “Stundent” Status

Foreigners residing in Japan with a status of “Student” are not authorized
to work, so if you intend to have a part-time job, you must get permission for
an activity not covered under your status. Students who wish to have a part-
time job should make your application at the Kochi Immigration Office.

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B Bringing Your Family to Japan

The Kochi University International House has only 3 family rooms on the
Oko Campus, 5 family rooms on the Monobe Campus and it is difficult to
find an apartment near the University that can house a family.

We recommend that you have your family come to Japan after you have
become accustomed to life here and have found a place for them to live in.

Your family can obtain visas for entering Japan directly from the Japanese
Embassy in your country, but you can also obtain a Certificate of Eligibility
for Status of Residence at the Immigration Office, which your family can take
to the Japanese Embassy and obtain visas. In the latter case, the time
required for the issue of the visas 1s shorter and the paperwork at the

Japanese Embassy will be completed in a shorter time.

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B Extension of Period of Stay for Your Family

The period of stay is determined together with the status of residence at
the time of landing. Your family is permitted to stay in Japan within the
period of stay thus determined. If your family desires to remain in Japan
under the same status of residence beyond their authorized period of stay, it
1s necessary to apply for and obtain an extension of period of stay.

This procedure can be begun three months before their period of stay
expires.

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Chapter 6. Procedures for Leaving

B Moving Out of the Residence

If you are living in a privately owned apartment, you should give your
landlord notice at least one month before moving out. (If you are slow to give
notice, your deposit money may not be returned.)

You should also notify the gas and electricity companies, in advance, of your
moving date and request the settlement of your accounts.

The transfer of housing assistance money may not come in time, so if this
may cause a problem, please contact the counter in charge of international
students on your campus.

B Settlement of Your Telephone Account

If you have had a telephone installed or have a cellular phone, you should
notify not only NTT but all other telephone companies used of your moving
date and request settlement of your account. If you have been renting a
telephone, you should contact the rental company ahead of time and settle
your account.

B Closing Your Bank or Japan Post Bank Account

Please do not close your bank account until you have confirmed that your
final scholarship and payments have been received or finished.
